NBC Footsteps Virtue Wk 8:  Forgiving 
Sometimes people do wrong things that hurt you. You must 
forgive them. Then you can be sure that God will forgive you 
anything that you do wrong.  Matthew 6:14 
 
At New Brighton Catholic School we are forgiving.  
God gave us the power of free choice.  Sometimes people choose 
to do wrong or hurtful things - all of us do this at one time or 
another. It might be a little thing such as forgetting to do 
something that we promised to do or perhaps a bigger thing such 
as lying or stealing. When someone who is hurt or disappointed 
forgives us we get another chance and can try again to do what is 
right. 
Being forgiving is all about overlooking the mistakes that others 
make and loving them just as much as before. It does not mean 
that all of a sudden you don’t feel hurt from the wrong that was 
done to you – but it does mean that you find it in your heart to 
give the person another chance. 
When you are forgiving you don’t punish someone by taking 
revenge or holding a grudge.  Forgiveness is the best way to 
encourage yourself and others to be better, to try harder and to 
make changes. 
You are practising forgiveness when you: 
!  Remember that everyone makes mistakes. 
!  Take responsibility for your own mistakes. 
!  Share your feelings without taking revenge. 
!  Correct your mistakes instead of punishing yourself with guilt. 
!  Accept God’s forgiveness.. 
 
Dear Jesus, 
Thank you for your forgiveness. 
Thank you for forgiving me when I do something wrong. 
Help me to forgive others the way you forgive me.
